The directors have pleasure m subnnttmg therr armual report and financial statements for the year ended 31 March 
2012 

Principal activities 

The company operates passenger railway services between London Paddmgton and South Wales, Bnstol, the West of 
England and the Cotswolds, commuter services to PaddiDgton from the Thames Valley and regiOnal services ID the 
West of England 

Business review and future outlook 

We contiDue to dnve further rrnprovernents ID performance across our network Punctuality durmg the year has been 
1mprovmg, With our PPM MAA at 90 6%, (2011 90 3%) and we contmue to challenge Network Ra1l to reduce 
IDfrastructure failures 

We are comnntted to dehvenng further rrnprovements for passengers and m December 2011 we agreed a maJor 
£28 9m deal With the DIT for 48 new carnages to be added to our High Speed Tnun fleet, proVIdmg an extra 4,500 
seats for customers on peak services mto and out of London As part of tins agreement we leased five Class 180 trams 
to replace Turbo services on the Cotswold lme between London Paddmgton and Hereford proVIdmg a more 
comfortable JOurney on tins long-distance route 

We contmue to mtroduce further capacity across our network In the West of England we worked With the DIT to 
secure extra tra!DS and carnages which Will provide an additional 924 seats on Bnstol peak services, while customers 
m Torbay and between Truro and Fahnouth Will see almost 650 addii!Onal seats on peak weekday services and 1,275 
at weekends 

There have also been maJor rrnprovements to stations along the route The £10m redevelopment of Bath Spa statiOn 
has contmued and Exeter Central station has received a refresh, bnngmg the ongmal ticket hall back mto use and 
rrnprovmg the station as a focal pomt Slough station has had a complete overhaul costmg £I m, as a result ofa JO!Dt 
proJect With Network Ra1l and the local council ahead of tins summer when the station Will also serve the Olympic 
rowmg venue 

The company made an operatmg loss of £8 8m (2011 £52 3m loss) after utilisatiOn of £2 9m of the £59 9m onerous 
contract proVIsion recogmsed m the pnor year on IIlfnover of £1,018 9m (2011 £902 8m) It IS antiCipated the 
remammg onerous contract proVIsion of £56 9m Will be ut1hsed by the current franchtse end date of 31 March 2013 
Passenger receipts showed reported growth of 8 0% over the year (2012 £749 I m versus 2011 £693 8m) The 
company Will contmue to focus on Its addressable cost base m the year ahead

Principal risks and uncertainties 

Rail franchise agreements 

The company IS requued to comply With certam conditions as part of Its rail franchise agreement If It fads to comply 
With these conditions, It may be liable to penalties mcludmg the potential termmat1on of the rail francluse agreement 
Tins would result m the company losmg the nght to contmue operatmg the affected operations and consequently, the 
related revenues or cash flows The company may also lose some or all of the amounts set as1de as secunty for Its 
performance bond and the season ticket bond Compliance With franchise conditions are closely managed and 
momtored on a monthly basts by semor management and procedures are m place to mllllmtse the nsk of non­
comphance 

Legislation and regulation 

Our busmess IS subject to nmnerous laws regulatmg safety procedures, eqUipment specificatiOns, employment 
requtrements, envuonmental procedures, msurance coverage and other operatmg tssues and constderations These 
laws and regulations are constantly subject to change The costs associated With complymg With the adoptiOn of new 
legislation, regulations or other laws could adversely IrDpact the results of our operatiOns To help rrutigate the nsk of 
legislative or regulatory changes the company and F1rstGroup plc regularly lobbies both govenirDent and transport 
bodies 

Labour costs 

Labour costs represent a s1gruficant component of the company's operatmg costs Labour shortages, or low 
unemployment rates, could hmder the company's ability to recnnt and retam qualified employees leadmg to a higher 
than expected mcrease m the cost of recruitment, trammg and other staff costs To rmtigate tins nsk, the company 
seeks to struciiire Its recruitment and retam the nght people 

Fuel costs 

Fuel pnces and supply levels can be mfluenced Significantly by mtemational, political and economic crrcurnstances 
If fuel supply shortages were to anse because of natiOnal stnkes, world supply difficulties, disruption of refinmg 
capacity or Oil Imports the resultant lugher fuel pnces and disruption to semces could adversely unpact the 
company's operatmg results To mitigate the nsks ofnsmg fuel costs the company works With F1rstGroup plc who 
regularly enters mto forward contracts to buy fuel at fixed pnces In addition the company seeks to lun1t the Impact of 
unexpected fuel pnce nses through efficiency and pncmg measures 

Terrorism 

Terronst acts and the public's concerns about potential attacks could adversely affect demand for our services More 
particularly If we were to be perceived as not takmg all reasonable precautiOns to guard against potential terronst acts 
tins could adversely affect our reputation With the public The company has a Head of Secunty who IS responsible for 
unproved secunty awareness, the application of good practice m the ImplementatiOn of secunty measures, and the 
development and trammg of our employees so that they can respond effectively to any perceived threat or mc1dent 

Economy 

The level of econorruc actiVIty affects the nmnber of tram JOurneys taken by passengers m the UK Any changes m 
economtc acttvtty may tmpact upon the passenger numbers and hence our operattons The potential rmpact on the 
company ts reduced due to the extstence of a revenue support arrangement

(a) Basis of preparation 

The financial statements have been prepared m accordance With apphcable Uruted Kmgdom accountmg 
standards on the h1stoncal cost basis and on a basis other than that of a gomg concern basis as descnbed

(b) Cash flow statement

The taxal!on habthty ts reduced wholly or m part by the surrender of losses by group undertakmgs The 
tax benefits ansmg from group rehef are recogmsed m the fmanctal statements of the surrendermg 
undertakmg 

The charge for taxal!on ts based on the profit for the year and takes mto account taxallon deferred 
because of tunmg dtfferences between the treatment of certam ttems for taxatiOn and accountmg 
purposes Deferred taxal!on ts not proVIded on tmung dtfferences ansmg from the revaluatiOn of fixed 
assets where there ts no commtllnent to sell the asset Deferred tax assets are recogmsed to the extent 
that tt ts regarded as more hkely than not that they wtll be recovered Deferred tax assets and habthttes

(i) Pension costs 

Company specific schemes

Penston scheme assets are measured at farr values and habtltl!es are measured on an actuanal basts 
usmg the projected untt method and dtscounted at a rate equtvalent to the current rate of relltrn on a htgh 
quahty corporate bond of equtvalent currency and term to the scheme habthlles The actuanal 
valuallons are obtamed at least tneruually and are updated at each balance sheet date The resultmg

(j) Turnover

Payments to the DIT for amounts due under the terms of a franchtse are mcluded m operatmg costs 
Turnover also mcludes amounts attnbutable to the tram operatmg compantes ("TOCs"), predommantly 
based on models of route usage, by the Ratlway Settlement Plan m respect of passenger recetpts 
Where season ttckets are tssued m excess of one week's duration, the attnbutable share of mcome ts 
deferred wtthm credttors and ts recogmsed m the profit and loss account over the penod covered by the 
season ttcket 

(k) ProVIsions 

ProVISIOns are recogmsed when the company has a present obhgatton as a result of a past event and tt ts 
probable that the company wtll be requrred to settle the obhgatton at the balance sheet date and are 
dtscounted to present value where the effect ts matenal Amounts due wtthm 12 months of the balance 
sheet date are constdered to be rehably measured and are therefore mcluded wtthm credttors fallmg due 
Withm one year
