“herein”, “hereof”, “hereunder” and other similar expressions shall, unless the
context requires otherwise, be read and construed as a reference to the

Contract as amended by this Supplemental Agreement.
THIRD PARTY RIGHTS

No person who is not a party to this Supplemental Agreement shall have any
right under the Contracts (Rights of Third Parties) Act 1999 to enforce any
term of this Supplemental Agreement.

LAW

This Supplemental Agreement shall be governed by, construed and given
effect to in all respects in accordance with the laws of England and Wales.

COUNTERPARTS

This Supplemental Agreement may be executed in two counterparts which,
taken together, shall constitute one and the same document. Either party may
enter into this Supplemental Agreement by signing either of such
counterparts.
