approved by ORR pursuant to Section 22 of the Act (which track access contract as 

subsequently amended is hereafter referred to as the “Contract”). 

 
(B)      The  parties  propose  to  enter  into  this  Supplemental  Agreement  in  order  to  amend

The amendments made to the Contract as set out in this Supplemental Agreement shall have 

effect from the Effective Date and shall cease to have effect at the Expiry Date or earlier 

termination of the Contract.

3.  AMENDMENTS TO THE CONTRACT

3.1 In Appendix 1 of Schedule 8 of the Contract, the section relating to Service Group EK01 

(peak and off-peak) shall be amended to include Barking Riverside as a new Contractual 

Monitoring Point as set out in the Appendix to this Supplemental Agreement. 

3.2  A minimal weighting will be moved from the existing Barking weighting to the new Barking 

Riverside Contractual Monitoring Point, therefore the existing weighting for Barking will also 

be amended. 

4.  GENERAL

The Contract, as amended by this Supplemental Agreement, shall remain in full force and 

effect in accordance with its terms, and during the period in which the amendments made 
by this Supplemental Agreement are to have effect all references in the Contract to “the 

contract”, “herein”, “hereof”, “hereunder” and other similar expressions shall, unless the 

context requires otherwise, be read and construed as a reference to the Contract  as 
amended by this Supplemental Agreement. 

5.  THIRD PARTY RIGHTS

No person who is not a party to this Supplemental Agreement shall have any right under

the Contracts (Rights of Third Parties) Act 1999 to enforce any term of this Supplemental

Agreement.

6.  LAW

This Supplemental Agreement shall be governed by, construed and given effect to in all

respects in accordance with English Law.

7.  COUNTERPARTS

This Supplemental Agreement may be executed in any number of counterparts, each of

which when executed and delivered shall constitute an original, but all the counterparts

shall together constitute but one and the same instrument.
